forts at United Nations Head-
quarters in New York to redach
a compromise between the
views of Great Britain and
those of the African States. It
was approved on Saturday by
10 votes in favour, none
against and only France ab-
staining.

When the former Rhodesian
Government of Mr. Ian Smith
issued its unilateral declara-
tion of independence on 11
November, Great Britain im-

mediately declared the action
illegal, stripped Mr. Smith and
his colleagues of all office and

authority, and instituted eco-
nomic measures against the
country. At the same time,

Britain said it would not use
military force to oust the Smith
regime and solve the constitu-
tional problem.

Led in the Council by the
Ivory Coast, the African.States
demanded that a total trade
embargo be applied against
the ‘white racist minority re-
gime’ of Mr. Jan Smith, and
that Britain use military force

to crush the rebellion.

Republic,  Tanzania, Yemen,
Yugoslavia, and Zambia.

The other draft, co-sponsored
by Afghanistan and lraq, while
issuing a call for U.N. mediation
efforts to continue, also recom-
mends that negotiations be re-
sumed between the principal
parties involved in the dispute.
The combined efforts, the re-
solution states, should not only
safeguard the independence of
Cyprus but ensure the peace,
harmony and mutual confidence
between the two communities
on the Island.

A third draft resolution was
circulated to the Assembly last
month by Turkey urging negotia-
tions for a settlement that would

fully recognize ‘’two distinct
national communities’”’ in the
Island. (See BLUE BERET, 27

In March of last vyear, the
Security Council unanimously re-
commended that U.N. Secretary-
General, U Thant, set up a U.N.
peace-keeping force in Cyprus
and appoint a mediator to help
promote a peaceful solution and
an agreed settlement of the
problem.

The U.N. Force in Cyprus was
originally established fora period
of three months. However, since
June 1964 — end' of the first
three-month period — the Securi-
ty Council has acted to extend
the duration of the Force. Last
June, the Council voted a six-
month extension which expires on
26 December this year.

On Friday last, the Secretary-
General told the Security Council
that the United Nations is almost
seven million dollars short of the
amount of money it needs to

maintain the U.N. Force in Cy-
prus between now and 26th
December.

In a special report, U Thant
says the cost to the United
Nations of maintaining the Force
from its inception, on 27 March
1964 to 26 December is esti-
mated at 41.5 million dollars.
The total amount of voluntary
contributions pledged or received
from Governments is only a little
over 34.5 million dollars and U
Thant adds that, despite repeated
appeals for further contributions,
the response has been such that
he has no reason to believe that
“the wide gap between require-
ments and resources is “likely to
be closed””. He draws the Coun-
cil’s attention to “the hard and
urgent fact’’ that the U.N. Force
in Cyprus cannot be maintained
without the financial means to
defray its costs.

The situation s particularly
serious, he says, because the
Council must decide on the future
of the Force between now and
the expiration of jts present man-
date on 26 December. And, by
all reckoning, he adds, there will
be a continuing need and demand
for the Force after that date.

refuse to do. It said it would
be prepared to envisage wider
economic  sanctions against
Rhodesia, including an oil em-
bargo, but said these should be
carefully studied and planned
first by a working committee
of the Council. Britain also
said it would consider use of
force to restore law and order
if requested to do so by the
only legal authority remaining
in  Rhodesia, Governor  Sir
Humphrey Gibbs, the Queen’s
representative, but would not
use it to solve the comnstitutio-
nal problem.

Ultimately, Bolivia and Uru-
guay presented the compro-
mise resolution, stating that
they realised it did not fully

satisfy either side. It was
stressed, however, that this
resolution did not  repre-

sent the Council’s last word on
the subject since it provided
for the subject to be kept under
review in order that the Coun-
cil might consider what fur-
ther measures it might deem
necessary to take.

VIET-NAM

Geneva agreements
must be implemented -
‘only way' says SG

N Secretary - General, U
Thant, last week reiterated
his conviction that the only way
to bring peace and stability in

Viet - Nam, “‘even at this late
hour,”” was to carry out the
Geneva agreements of 1954

which spelled out the political
framework for independence of
Viet-Nam, Laos and Cambodia—
the independent States resulting
from the break-up of the former
French Indo-China.

The Secretary-General said
he had become increasingly
convinced of the soundness of
the position he had consistent-
ly stated over the last two and
a half to three years.

These views, he said, were:

% Firstly, that the
more the conflict in Viet-
Nam is prolonged, the
more complex and diffi-
cult a solution would be-
come. What could have
been achieved in 1963, he
argued, was not possible
in 1964, and what was
possible in 1964 was not
possible this year;

% Secondly, that the
G e n e v a Conference
should be reconvened
and the agreements
reached by it in 1954 be
implemented;

% Thirdly, that. vi-
gorous efforts, implying
perhaps major conces-
sions, by all principal
pa rti eis iconcerned,
should be made;

% Fourthly,
even at this late hour,
“perhaps ten years too
late”, the 1954 agree-
ments could still be im-
plemented;

% Fifthly, that the
only alternative to such
a course was the prolon-
gation and escalation of
the conflict, resulting in
an apalling loss of life
and tremendous destruc-
tion of property.

view that had “some bold
steps” been taken, ‘éven as
late as 1964, in the political
and diplomatic fields much of
the tragic developments being
witnessed today could have
been avoided. And he added
“of course I am saying all this,
not in the spirit of ‘I told you
so’ but out of pure conviction.
1 still believe we have time to
find a peaceful solution to the
tragic Viet-Namese problem”.

The Secretary-General made
these remarks at the annual
luncheon, held at United Na-
tions Headquarters in New
York, of the Memorial Scho-
larship Fund for Dag Ham-
marskjoeld.

U Thant explained he was
making his very brief obser-
vation on the Viet-Namese si-
tuation in the light of his view
that it was topical and deser-
vedly had a very wide atten-
tion all over the world.

PEACE-KEEPING

Even vote
on Chinese
representation

he U.N. General Assembly
last week divided evenly on
a draft resolution that would
have had the People’s Repu-
blic of China take over
China’s seat in the United
Nations.

The vote — 47 to 47 with 20
abstentions — represented the
strongest support. yet record-
ed for seating the People’s Re-
public of China. The last
ballot on the issue, taken
in 1963, was 41 in favour, 57
against, and 12 abstentions. 3

Last week’s vote was pre-
ceded by a decision to the ef-
fect that a two-thirds majori-
ty was required for the appro-
val of any change in the Chi-
nese representation. The vote
on the procedural decision —
proposed by the United States
and 10 other nations — was
56 in favour, 49 against, and =

Irish propose new
finance formula

RELAND and seven other

States last week proposed a
new formula to govern the
authorization and the financing
of future peace-keeping opera-
tions — an issue that has been
the subject of a growing contro-
versy in recent years.

A draft resolution was intro-
duced in the U.N. General Assem-
bly’s Special Political Committee
meeting in New York, by Deputy
Premier Frank Aiken of Ireland,
and would recognize the special
authority of the Security Council,
and in particular of its five per-
manent members, in the peace-
keeping field.

But the resolution would reas-
sert the “‘residual right”” of the
General Assembly to recommend
a peace-keeping operation when
the Council was unable to act

18 Nation Committee to
draw up nuclear treaty

he United Nations General
Assembly last week asked
the 18-nation Disarmament
Committee in Geneva to draw
up a treaty aimed at prevent-
ing the spread of nuclar wea-
pons as quickly as possible. .
It also urged the Committe
to avoid any loopholes in the
treaty which might allow dis-
semination of atomic weapons
or information leading to their
manufacture.

vote, the Secretary-General
said the resolution showed new
proof of United Nations res-
ponsibility in the sphere of
disarmament and peace.

U Thant said the fact that
both the Soviet Union and the
United States had supported
the resolution was a good sign
for future negotiations.

The voting procedure would be
modified in the Assembly when a
peace-keeping operation  was
being put to ballot so that the
five permanent members of the
Council would cast their votes
first.

As to the financing, in the
absence of other agreed arrange-
ments, 70 per cent of the costs
of a peace-keeping operatio
would be defrayed by those of
the five permanent Council mem-
bers who approved it — with a
proviso that no single one of
them would have to pay mo
than 50 per cent.

The major
part of the balance would be
assessed against developed nations
that were not permanent Council
members. o

Mr. Aiken said the propose
financial arrangements would ai
the Council in arriving at an
agreement when one or more of
its permanent members did no
wish to vote for a peace-keepi
operation but did not wish to
exercise its veto.
